Recommended Action: Motion for staff to bring back an ordinance amending appropriate code sections
in conflict with sustainability practices.

Summary: With the current dynamics and public interest surrounding the health of the Indian River
Lagoon (IRL) staff is requesting direction on reviewing potential changes to City codes and policies that
may be prudent to improve the current state of the IRL.

The following are examples that may warrant review by the appropriate advisory boards.

The Beautification Board may want to look at the landscaping code, which currently does not address in
detail xeriscaping and “Florida Friendly” landscaping. The current code or absence of lacks performance
standards. These standards have made it difficult to ascertain the difference between unkempt lawns
from a more environmentally friendly native lawn (zeroscaping vs. xeriscaping).

Section 30-556 Drainage states “All single-family and two-family new construction shall direct all surface
water to the street unless said development is within an approved master surface water runoff
management system.” This would be contrary to new policy whereas we encourage all properties to
retain their run-off through swales, rain barrels, and pervious areas, thereby not impacting the IRL.

Another example that may warrant further discussion is our Stormwater Utility ordinances that falls
short of encouraging participation in the overall objective of maintaining a healthy lagoon and estuary
system. One suggestion that could accomplish this is providing discounts to the non-ad valorem
assessments when a property owner mitigates certain impacts to the IRL, such as with installing rain
barrels, retention, swales, increasing pervious areas and maintaining Florida Friendly Lawns (FS
373.185).

These are only a few examples of what could be accomplished once dialog begins with the various
boards. Staff believes further opportunities will come into focus and garner additional participation by
the residents to establish regulations for a healthier Indian River Lagoon.

AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT, dated this day of , 2016, by and between THE
SCHOOL BOARD OF BREVARD COUNTY, FLORIDA, hereinafter called the BOARD, and the
CITY OF SATELLITE BEACH, FLORIDA, hereinafter called the CITY.

WITNESSETH:
WHEREAS, the City Council at its , 2016, meeting duly approved this

WHEREAS, the BOARD and the CITY desire to assign school resource officers to the
campuses of Delaura Middle School and Satellite High School for a period of not more than
190 school days per school year, and;

WHEREAS, the BOARD finds and determines that the School Resource Officer (SRO)
program will not interfere with the schools’ programs and is in the best interest of the school
system and the community;

NOW, THEREFORE, for good and valuable consideration including the agreed-to
charges, materials, and services outlined herein, plus the mutual covenants hereinafter set forth
between the parties hereto and incorporated herein by reference, the BOARD and the CITY do
hereby agree to the following terms and conditions, to wit:

1. This agreement continues the SRO program effective Wednesday August 10, 2016 and will
terminate on Friday May 26, 2017, unless further continued by mutual agreement of both
parties prior to that date. Either party may terminate this agreement upon 30 days written
notice to the other party. Any termination of this agreement will result in the return of funds
equal to the proportionate amount of time remaining in the agreement.

2. Reimbursement will be $32,500 per officer, and is based upon the 180 school day schedule
established by the BOARD, with the CITY placing (2) two police officers in the schools on
August 10, 2016.

3. The BOARD and the CITY agree to indemnify and hold each other harmiess and free from
liability, including the officers, agents or employees of said parties while acting as such from
all claims for damages and injuries and all costs, damages, expenses and attorney’s fees
which either party may become obligated to pay as the result of errors or any acts or
omissions of employees of either party in relation to the School Resource Officer Program,
to the extent permitted by Chapter 768.28 of the Florida Statutes.

4. The CITY agrees that this Agreement shall not be transferred or assigned to any other
agency without the written permission of the BOARD.

. The BOARD will provide an appropriate workspace on the school campus, an adequate
amount of supplies and clerical support as deemed necessary by the principal of the school.
Payment to the CITY shall be made in three (3) instaliments according to the following
schedule: November 4, 2016, January 27, 2017 and May 23, 2017 subject to proration in
the event of termination. All invoices should be submitted fo Major Linda Moros, Director of
District and School Security, 2700 Judge Fran Jamieson Way, Viera, FL. 32940

. The CITY agrees to the goals and guidelines stipulated in the attached Exhibits I, If and I,
which are incorporated by reference herein and made a part hereof as fully as if herein set
forth.

. The BOARD has designated the school principal and the CITY has designated the Chief of
Police for the purpose of implementing the terms of this agreement.

. The term of this agreement shall remain in effect from August 10, 2016 through May 26,
2017 or until the termination as provided herein. The BOARD and the CITY will open
discussions regarding renewal for the 2017-2018 school year on or before July 1, 2017.

. If any of the items or provisions hereof are in conflict with any applicable statute or rule of
law, then such provision shall be deemed inoperative to the extent that it may conflict
therewith and shall be deemed to be modified to conform to such statute or rule of law.

10.The parties understand and agree that the School Resource Officer in rendering services

provided for by this agreement is doing so as an employee of the CITY and not as an officer,
agent or employee of the BOARD.

11.The parties understand and agree that the School Resource Officer will comply with police

regulations when in uniform. The SRO is not required to be in uniform to execute all duties
as required by the school unless informed otherwise by the principal.

12.The SRO may be assigned by the principal to supervisory duties during or after

regular school hours. These after school activities will be under the supervision of
school personnel.

13.At the request of the principal, the SRO may train school personnel to interview

techniques, investigation skills and related matters. At no time should the school
resource officer participate in a student disciplinary meeting without specific parent
permission.

14.The SRO shall submit periodic reports of his/her activities as requested by the Principal

156.1f the SRO witnesses an unacceptable activity on campus, he/she will report the

incident to the school administration. School administrative procedures shall be
followed. If arrest is necessary, the SRO will be called to execute proper police
procedure.

16.The principal may assign the SRO to sponsor extracurricular events and chaperone

field trips or other school activities.

17.The SRO will integrate with students in the following ways: between class breaks and
during lunch periods and will patrol neighborhood areas after school if necessary.

18.The SRO is encouraged to attend parent and faculty meetings to solicit their support
and understanding of the program.

19.The SRO should be familiar with all community agencies which offer assistance to
delinquent youths, such as: mental health clinics, drug treatment centers, efc.,
making referrals when necessary and acting as a resource person.

20.At the request of the principal, the SRO shall take action against individual
trespassers who appear at school and at school related functions.

21.Should it become necessary to conduct formal police interviews with students, law
enforcement policy will be followed, parent notified and coordinated with the principal.

22.The SRO shall comply with the provisions specified in Section Florida Statute 1006.12
(School Resource Officer Program).

23.The BOARD and the CITY each agree as follows pertaining to Public Records
Compliance:

A.

Upon the request from a party’s custodian of public records (the “requesting
party’), the other party shall provide the requesting party with a copy of the
requested records or allow the records to be inspected or copied within a
reasonable time at a cost that does not exceed the cost provided in Chapter 119,
Florida Statutes, or as otherwise provided by law.

Each party shall ensure that public records that are exempt or confidential and
exempt from public records disclosure requirements are not disclosed except as
authorized by law for the duration of the term of this Agreement and following
completion or termination of this Agreement if the parties do not transfer the
records to one another.

Upon completion or termination of this Agreement, each party agrees to transfer to
the other party, at no cost, to the other party, all public records in possession of the
transferring party that is not also in the possession of the other party tor or keep
and maintain public records required by the other party to perform the services
under this Agreement. If a party keeps and maintains public records upon
completion or termination of this Agreement, such party shall meet all applicable
requirements for retaining public records. All records pertaining to this Agreement
that are stored electronically by one party that are not in the possession of the
other party must be provided to the other party, upon request from the other
party’s custodian of public records, in a format that is compatible with the
information technology systems of such other party.

The parties agree to and acknowledge the foliowing:

. A request fo inspect or copy public records relating to this Agreement must be

made directly to the BOARD. If the BOARD does not possess the requested
records, the BOARD shall immediately notify the CITY of the request, and the CITY
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must provide the records to the BOARD or allow the records to be inspected or
copied within a reasonable time, unless the public records are exempt from
disclosure.

2. If the CITY does not comply with the request of the BOARD for records, the
BOARD shall enforce the provisions of this Agreement to compel the CITY to so
comply and the BOARD shall be entitled to recover all costs and expenses
incurred, including reasonable attorney’s fees and court costs, relative to enforcing
the provisions of this Agreement.

3. If the CITY fails to provide the public records to CITY within a reasonable time, the
CITY may be subject to penalties under Section 119.10, Florida Statutes.

ADDENDUM

The Satellite Beach Police Department, along with the School Board of Brevard County has
developed the following guidelines in order to provide a trained School Resource Officer to our
elementary schools one-day per week. This program has been developed to assist in the
continuing education of our elementary school students by interaction with certified School
Resource Officers.

This contract amendment would appear on both the Satellite High School and Delaura Middle
School Resource Officer’s contracts.

1.

Each SRO will be permitted to spend one day per week assigned to Holland or Surfside
Elementary School for the purpose of providing the goals set fourth in EXHIBIT | of the
School Resource Officer Program Goals.

The SRO’s will coordinate with their home school principals and the elementary school
principals to determine the best day to accommodate both programs

Because the elementary school is a temporary assignment, the SRO will not be
responsible or expected to attend extracurricular activities at the elementary schools.
The SRO’s and elementary school administrators are encouraged to schedule parent
meetings or attend school meetings on the day they are assigned to that school.
Elementary school principals, however, must be aware that the SRO’s primary
assignment is to their home school; therefore they may not be called upon for additional
duties or meetings outside their assigned day unless absolutely necessary.

If necessary, the SRO will be available for immediate callback to their regularly assigned
school (Satellite High or DeLaura Middle School) should a situation arise that requires
their attention. In any emergency the school staff should not wait for their SRO, but
simply call 911 for a patrol unit to respond.

Elementary school principals should avoid requesting their SRO on any additional days
unless unusual circumstances occur that only the SRO can resolve. Requests under
these circumstances should be made through the SRO’s home school principal. If an
officer is needed in any other circumstance, school personnel should contact the
department as they have done in the past and a patrol unit will respond.

Recommended Action: Authorize the City Manager to sign the Street Sweeping Contract with USA
Services of Florida, Inc.

Summary: At their May 18, 2016 meeting, City Council approved a contract for solid waste services with
Waste Management Inc. of Florida. The negotiations for that contract resuited in the removal of street
sweeping services from the solid waste contract as well as the elimination of this component from the
rates charged to customers.

Street sweeping has historically been provided by USA Services of Florida, Inc. (USA Services) through a
Waste Management subcontract. Based upon an initial review of surrounding government agencies, it
appears that this vendor may be the sole provider for these services in Brevard County. Bill Redman of
Redman Consulting Group, the firm hired to assist the City with the solid waste services contract, has
also indicated that he is unaware of any other companies providing city street sweeping services in
Brevard County.

To support continuity of street sweeping services, it is recommended that the City enter into a contract
with USA Services for a term of one year. The contract may be renewed for two additional one-year
terms, however, staff is recommending that a formal competitive bidding process be completed in 2017.
This contract provides for citywide quarterly street sweeping services at the rate of $4,900 per quarter,
which was the cost for these services under the previous Waste Management subcontract. USA Services
has also agreed to include sweeping services within the Montecito subdivision, at no additional cost to
the City. The Contractor will also sweep the City-owned parking areas at Pelican Beach Park, the Police
and Public Works Departments, and City Hall.

The contract also gives the City the option to request that the Contractor provide certified lab testing
reports to document the quantity of metals that are prevented from entering area waterways.

Staff is requesting authorization for the City Manager to sign a contract with USA Services for street
sweeping services for all paved public roads within City limits.

Budget Impacts: The impact to the General Fund will remain essentially unchanged. As part of the new
solid waste contract, the City will no longer pay for services provided directly to city-owned properties.
This provides an estimated reduction in operating costs of $20,156 annually. Directly absorbing street
sweeping costs will increase operating expenses by approximately $20,000.

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STREET SWEEPING CONTRACT

THIS CONTRACT made and entered into this day of , 2016, by
and between the City of Satellite Beach, Florida (hereinafter referred to as “the City™), and USA
Services of Florida, Inc. (hereinafter referred to as “the Contractor™).

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants, conditions and obligations
contained herein, the City and the Contractor agree as follows:

ARTICLE 1 - TERM AND TERMINATION

1.1 Term. The term of this Contract shall be one year from the date the latter party executes this
Contract. This Contract may be renewed for no more than two additional one-year terms.

1.2 Termination.

(a) This Contract may be terminated by either party, for any or no reason, upon providing
no less than forty-five (45) days prior written notice. Written notice shall be provided as described
in Article 11 of this Contract.

(b) If Contractor fails to perform any of its obligations under this Contract, the City may
terminate this Contract by giving Contractor fifteen (15) days prior written notice of such
failure(s); provided, however, that if Contractor cures such default within such fifteen (15) day
period, the notice of termination will be deemed cancelled and this Contract will continue in full
force and effect.

() If the City fails to perform any of its obligations under this Contract, Contractor may
terminate this Contract by giving the City fifteen (15) days prior written notice of such failure(s);
provided, however, if the City cures such default within such fifteen (15) day period, the notice of
termination will be deemed cancelled and this Contract will continue in full force and effect.

ARTICLE 2 - SCOPE OF WORK

2.1 Areas to be Swept. The Contractor shall provide street sweeping services for all paved
public roads within City limits, as well as the streets in the Montecito subdivision. All other
private streets and properties, apartment complexes, and gated communities are excluded from this
Contract. Additionally, Contractor shall perform sweeping services work on the following
City-owned parking areas:

Pelican Beach Park (1525 Highway A1A)

Police Department (510 Cinnamon Drive)

Public Works Department (530 Cinnamon Drive)
City Hall (565 Cassia Boulevard)

2.2 Sweeping Schedule. All streets and parking areas shall be swept during a one-week period,
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once per quarter, in the following months: March, June, September, and December. A sweeping
schedule shall be provided to the Public Works Director, and any change in the schedule shall be
reported to the Public Works Director by the 15® of the month preceding the month the schedule
changes. Sweeping shall be done between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 7:00 p.m. Monday through
Friday, and 9:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m. on Saturday.

2.3 Description of Work. Work shall include routine mechanized road and/or bridge sweeping
to clean and remove sand, soil, paper, glass, cans, grass clippings, and other debris from the streets
and parking areas set forth in 2.1., above. Areas to be swept include, but are not limited to: streets
and designated parking areas, curb and gutters, valley guiters, bridge decks and curbs, medians,
paved shoulders, gore areas, areas adjacent to barrier walls, areas adjacent to median-noses and
splitter islands, areas on top of inlet grates and other designated sites as determined by the Public
Works Director. Contractor will be responsible for disposal of all debris in conformance with all
laws and regulations governing same.

2.4 Reporting. Contractor shall submit to the Public Works director a street sweeping tonnage
report. This report shall include miles of roadways swept, volume of debris removed, and
certification that the debris was properly disposed of, and shall be provided no later than the 15®
day of the month following each quarterly sweep.

2.5 Debris Testing. At the request of the City, the Contractor shall provide certified lab testing
reports of the collected street sweeping debris to document the quantities of metals prevented from
entering area waterways. Such reports shall be provided within thirty (30) days of any request
from the City. Certified Lab testing shall be provided in compliance with the U.S. Environmental
Protection Agency’s National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES)/Total Maximum
Daily Load (TMDL) standards.

ARTICLE 3 - EQUIPMENT

Sweeping shall be done with an air sweeper or like equipment approved by the Public Works
Director. The Contractor shall supply all equipment and labor necessary to maintain the required
schedule, including backup equipment. Sweepers must be in good working condition throughout
the life of the contract. Sweeper specifications must include the following:

A. Sweepers must be equipped with two gutter brooms and be capable of sweeping a
minimum eight-foot path.

B. Machines must be capable of dumping directly into containers provided by the
contractor for transporting debris to disposal locations selected by the contractor.

C. Machines must be equipped with an efficient water spray system for dust control.

Additionally, a sufficient supply of spare brooms and parts must be kept on hand to ensure
continuous operation.

ARTICLE 4 — AMOUNT OF CONTRACT
The City shall pay the Contractor the not-to-exceed price of $4,900.00 for each quarterly sweep.

Additionally, if certified lab testing of debris is requested by the City, the City shall pay the
Contractor the not-to-exceed price of $750.00 for each testing. This shall be invoiced separately
from the quarterly street sweeping work.

ARTICLE 5 - PROGRESS PAYMENTS

The City will process payments in accordance with Florida Statutes §218.70, Local Government
Prompt Payment Act.

ARTICLE 6 - LIQUIDATED DAMAGES

The City and Contractor recognize that time is of the essence in Contractor’s performance of its
obligations under this Contract and that the City will suffer financial loss if the work is not
completed within the times specified herein, plus any extensions allowed by change order.
Accordingly, City and Contractor agree that as Liquidated Damages for delay (but not as a
penalty) the City has the right to deduct the sum of $200.00 from monies due the Contractor each
week the Contractor is late in completing the work in accordance with the schedule provided in
2.2, above. However, prior to deducting liquidated damages, the City shall give the Contractor
seven (7) calendar days' notice.

ARTICLE 7 - INSURANCE

7.1 Insurance Requirements. Commencing on the Effective Date of this Contract, and
continuing for the duration of any renewals, the Contractor shall obtain and maintain insurance in
accordance with this Article at its sole cost and expense. The Contractor shall not commence
work under this Contract until Contractor has obtained all insurance required by this Contract, as
set forth below, and such insurance coverage has been approved by the Public Works Director.
All such policies shall be issued by companies of recognized responsibility licensed by the State of
Florida Insurance commissioner, or to do insurance business for the type of policy issued pursuant
to this Contract in Florida, and rated by Best’s Insurance Reports or Best’s Key Rating Guide or
any successor publication of comparable standing as determined by the City and carrying a rating
of A+ or better with a financial quality of at least VII or better or the then equivalent of such rating.
Insurance required by this contract shall be continuously maintained, with active and effective
copies of all declaration pages being maintained in the offices of the City of Satellite Beach.

7.2 Workers’ Compensation Insurance. Workers’ Compensation Insurance shall be obtained
and maintained by Contractor for all of its employees, who are employed in connection with the
work. If any class of employees engaged in hazardous work under this Contract is not protected
under the Workers® Compensation Statute, the Contractor shall provide adequate insurance

coverage for the workers’ compensation protection of its employees not otherwise protected by
said Statute.

7.3 Public Liability and Property Damage Insurance. Public Liability and Property Damage
Insurance shall be obtained and maintained to protect the Contractor and its employees or other
persons employed by Contractor from claims for damages in connection with Contractor’s work in
performing this Contract.

7.4 Commercial General Liability Insurance. Contractor shall obtain and maintain
Commercial General Liability Insurance, which shall include, at a minimum, coverage for all
operations, independent contractors, products-completed operations, contractual, broad form
property damage, and personal injury insuring the Contractor and any other interests, including but
not limited to any associated or subsidiary companies involved in the work.

A.  Contractor shall obtain and maintain a separate Automobile Liability Insurance policy,
if coverage is not otherwise affirmatively provided by any other insurance required by this Article,
to protect Contractor for claims for damages because of bodily injury or death of any person or
property damage arising out of the ownership, maintenance or use of any motor vehicle used by
the Contractor or any of its employees or other persons employed by Contractor in any way
connected with the work which is the subject of this Contract. The insurance shall include
coverage for owned, leased, hired, and non-owned vehicles.

B. Contractor shall obtain and maintain an Umbrella Liability Policy in the amount of
$5,000,000 per occurrence/aggregate location specific that is no more restrictive in coverage than
all underlying coverages described above.

C. Contractor shall obtain and maintain a Pollution Liability Insurance in the amount of
$5,000,000 per occurrence. Such coverage will include bodily injury, sickness, disease, mental
anguish, or shock sustained by any person, including death; property damage including physical
injury to or destruction of tangible property including the resulting loss of use thereof,
Products/Completed Operations for Pollution, clean-up costs, and the loss of use of tangible
property that has not been physically injured or destroyed; defense including costs, charges, and
expenses incurred in the investigation, adjustment, or defense of claims for such compensatory
damages; coverage for losses caused by pollution conditions that arise from the operations of the
contractor including transportation and non-owned disposal coverage.

Unless specifically waived hereafter in writing by the City Manager, Contractor agrees that the
insurer shall waive its rights of subrogation, if any, against the City on each of the foregoing types
of required insurance coverage.

ALL POLICIES, EXCEPT WORKERS’ COMPENSATION POLICIES, SHALL NAME
THE CITY AS AN ADDITIONAL INSURED, PROVIDE CONTRACTUAL LIABILITY
COVERING THE LIABILITIES ASSUMED IN THIS CONTRACT, AND SHALL NOT
EXCLUDE ANY ACTIVITY THAT WOULD NORMALLY BE ASSOCIATED WITH A
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PERSON IN CONTRACTOR’S POSITION IN PERFORMING ITS DUTIES AND
OBLIGATIONS UNDER THIS CONTRACT. FURTHER, THE LIMIT OF LIABILITY
FOR EACH POLICY SHALL BE A COMBINED SINGLE LIMIT FOR BODILY INJURY
AND PROPERTY DAMAGE OF NO LESS THAN $5,000,000. IF INSURANCE IS
PROVIDED WITH A GENERAL AGGREGATE, THEN THE AGGREGATE SHALL BE
IN AN AMOUNT OF NO LESS THAN $5,000,000.

Coverage will be provided on an Occurrence or Claims Made Form/basis for all liability policies
with a retroactive date equal to at least the effective date of this Contract and with a three year
reporting option beyond the annual expiration date of the policy.

7.5 Proof of Insurance. The Contractor shall furnish the Public Works Director, prior to the
Effective Date of this Contract, satisfactory proof of coverage of each type of insurance coverage
required by this Article by providing a completed and effective declaration page with an insurance
company satisfactory and acceptable to the City. The Contractor will provide insurance policies
to the City upon request. Insurance required by this Contract shall be continuously maintained by
the Contractor with active and effective copies of all declaration pages being maintained in the
offices of the City. All policies shall provide that any policy shall not be subject to cancellation,
nonrenewal or material change, except upon at least sixty (60) days prior written notice being
received by the City. To be acceptable to the City, each insurance certificate or policy shall
contain a clause substantially as follows:

“This policy cannot be canceled, not renewed or materially changed by

the insurer without providing the City of Satellite Beach, Florida at least
sixty (60) days prior written notice of such intended cancellation,
nonrenewal or material modification by certified U.S. mail, postage prepaid,
return receipt requested, at 565 Cassia Boulevard, Satellite Beach, Florida,
or such other address the City may provide.”

In the event that the Contractor fails for any reason to procure or maintain insurance coverage at
the minimum amounts required herein or otherwise consistent with this Contract, the City, at the
City’s sole discretion, may secure insurance coverage at the Contractor’s expense, or may declare
the Contractor in default. The Contractor shall reimburse the City for the cost of such insurance
coverage secured by the City within thirty (30) days of Contractor’s receipt of an invoice from the
City for such insurance coverage. The Contactor shall be responsible for the payment of any
applicable deductibles set out in the insurance policy secured by the City. Any bill for insurance
by the City shall be regarded as additional “Contractor Cost”, which if not paid within said thirty
(30) day time period shall bear interest at the highest rate allowed by law on the amount so paid by
the City; provided, that in no event shall the interest rate ever exceed the then lawful rate of
interest.
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ARTICLE 8 —- INDEMNIFICATION

The Contractor shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless the City, its elected and appointed
officials, officers, employees, agents, representatives, volunteers and independent contractors,
both in their official and individual/personal capacities, and their respective sureties, insurers,
successors, assigns and legal representatives, from and against any and all claims, actions,
liabilities, causes of action, demands, penalties, fines, fees, judgments, damages, losses, and
expenses, including any regulatory actions (whether or not a lawsuit or administrative proceeding
is filed), including but not limited to costs, expenses, attorneys’ and paralegals’ fees, expert
witness fees, and any other court, regulatory and witness fees (whether in litigation, regulatory
proceeding or appeal or as a part of settlement negotiations), arising out of, in connection with or
resulting from any actions by the Contractor regarding its performance or lack of performance of
the work and its duties and obligations under this Contract; provided that the claim, action,
liability, cause of action, demand, penalty, fine, fee, judgment, damage, loss and expense is caused
in whole or in part by any negligent act or omission or intentional act or omission of the Contractor
or anyone directly or indirectly employed or contracted by Contractor or anyone for whose acts it
may be liable, regardless of whether or not it is caused in part by a party indemnified hereunder.
The Contractor shall not have to indemnify and hold harmless the City if such claim, damage, loss
and expense is the result of the sole negligence or an act of intentional misconduct of the City or of
anyone employed by the City.

The City reserves the right to select its own attorneys and paralegals to conduct any defense in any
such proceeding and all costs and fees associated therewith shall be the responsibility of
Contractor under this indemnification agreement, the cost and fees or which shall be timely and
promptly paid for by the Contractor. Nothing contained herein is intended to nor shall it be
construed to waive City’s rights and immunities under the common law, the U.S. or Florida
Constitution, or Section 768.28 Florida Statutes, as amended from time to time. The Contractor
agrees that this contract, or agreement relating to the collection of Refuse or Construction and
Demolition Debris shall not be construed to be an agreement subject to Section 725.06 or 725.08,
Florida Statutes, and the Contractor hereby waives any such claim in the event of an action to
enforce this contract agreement and this section hereof.

This section shall be in addition to and separate from any insurance provided for by or pursuant to
this contract. This section relating to indemnification shall survive the termination of this
contract agreement.

ARTICLE 9 - COMPLIANCE WITH PUBLIC RECORDS LAW

All documents generated or received by Contractor pursuant to the terms of this contract shall be
non-proprietary to Contractor, and shall be subject to the Public Records Law of the State of
Florida. For purposes of this agreement, “documents” shall have the same meaning as the term
“public records” contained in §119.011(12), Florida Statutes.
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Contractor shall comply with Florida public records laws, which shall include, but not be limited
to:

Keeping and maintaining public records that ordinarily and necessarily would be required by a
public agency in order to perform the service.

Providing the public with access to public records on the same terms and conditions that a public
agency would provide the records, and at a cost that does not exceed the cost provided in ch. 119,
Florida Statutes, or as otherwise provided by law.

Ensuring those records that are exempt or confidential from public records disclosure
requirements are not disclosed except as authorized by law. The Contractor agrees to meet the
requirements imposed by law for retaining public records and transfer, at no cost, to the City of
Satellite Beach all public records, including originals and all duplicates, in possession of the
Contractor upon termination of the Contract. All records stored electronically must be provided to
the City in a format that is compatible with the information technology systems of the City. The
City will consider it a breach of this Contract should the Contractor fail to comply with any public
records requirements.

ARTICLE 10 — ASSIGNMENT

Neither this Contract, nor any portion thereof or the duties set forth herein, shall be transferred,
assigned or subcontracted by Contractor under any circumstances. The provisions of this Article
will not apply to the Contractor’s subcontracting for certified lab testing.

ARTICLE 11 - NOTICES

Any notice or other communication required or permitted under this Contract (collectively a
"notice") shall be (a) in writing; and (b) addressed by the sender to the other party at address or
number and in the manner set forth below:

Each notice shall be deemed delivered on the earlier of: (i) its actual receipt, if delivered
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personally, (i) on the day the notice is postmarked for mailing by first-class, postage prepaid,
certified, United States mail, with return receipt requested (whether or not the return receipt is
subsequently received by the sender), (iii) on the day the notice is dispatched by a nationally
recognized overnight delivery service/courier (i.e., Federal Express, United States Postal Service,
United Parcel Service, etc.). Notices may also be sent electronically via email as determined by the
City Manager; however, this will not constitute formal notice.

ARTICLE 12 - MISCELLANEOUS

A. SEVERABILITY. If any article, section, provision, sentence, phrase, or word of this
Contract, or of any amendments thereto, should be held invalid, unenforceable, unconstitutional,
by operation of law or by any tribunal of competent jurisdiction, or if compliance with or
enforcement of any article or section should be restrained by such tribunal pending a final
determination as to its validity, the remainder of this Contract, and of any amendments thereto, or
the application of such article or section to persons and circumstances other than those to which it
has been held invalid, unenforceable, unconstitutional, or as to which compliance with or
enforcement of has been restrained, shall not be affected thereby.

B. GOVERNING LAW; VENUE. The laws of the State of Florida shall govern this Contract,
and venue for any litigation arising out of the Contract shall be in Brevard County, Florida, or in
the U.S. District Court for the Middle District of Florida, Orlando Division.

C. ATTORNEY’S FEES AND COSTS. In the event of any litigation arising out of or
interpreting the terms and conditions of this Contract, the prevailing party shall be entitled to
recover attorneys’ and paralegal fees and costs, including any such fees and costs incurred in any
appeal.

D. SAVINGS CLAUSE. The invalidity or unenforceability of any particular provision of this
Contract shall not affect the other provisions, and this Contract shall be construed in all respects as
if such invalid or unenforceable provisions were omitted.

E. TIME OF ESSENCE. Time is of the essence regarding the performance of all of
Contractor’s duties and obligations under this Contract.

F. CONTRACTOR AS INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR. It is expressly agreed and
understood that the Contractor is, in all respects, an Independent Contractor regarding the services
and work to be performed by it pursuant to this Contract, and that the Contractor is in no respect an
agent, servant, or employee of the City. Contractor acknowledges this status notwithstanding it
must, in certain limited circumstances provided by this Contract, follow the direction of designated
City officials. The Contract specifies the services and work that are to be performed by the
Contractor, but the method to be employed in accomplishing this service and work shall be the
responsibility of the Contractor, unless otherwise provided in the Contract.
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G. FORCE MAJEURE. The performance of any act by the City or Contractor hereunder may
be delayed or suspended at any time while, but only so long as, either party is hindered in or
prevented from performance by acts of God, the elements, war, rebellion, strikes, lockouts or other
causes beyond the reasonable control of such party. However, the City shall have the right to
substitute service from third party contractors of City forces, and in such event, the City shall
withhold payment(s) due Contractor for such period of time. If the condition of force majeure
exceeds a period of 14 days, the City may, at its sole option and discretion, cancel or renegotiate
this Contract.

H. TAXES. The Contractor shall pay all federal, state and local taxes, including, but not
limited to, sales tax, social security, worker’s compensation, unemployment insurance, and other
required taxes, charges and fees which may be charged or assessed against labor, material,
equipment, real estate and any other matters/items necessary to and in the performance of this
Contract.

Recommended Action: Authorize the City Manager to send notice to Brevard County to withdraw from
the May 2013 Amendment to the Automatic Aid Agreement, which provides for a shared use of a
County Ladder Truck.

Summary: [n May 2013, the City Council authorized staff to enter into a partnership with Brevard
County for the shared use of a County-owned ladder truck, which was to be stationed at the City’s Fire
Station with a shared staffing arrangement. The County actually requested this partnership in January
2013, and our City staff saw this as an opportunity to work with the County in sharing resources and
personnel.

At the time, the staff felt that this partnership was a mutually beneficial arrangement, which allowed the
residents to see a very visible ladder truck in the City’s Fire Station, and the County would be able to use
two of the City’s firefighters in staffing the truck.

Since then, this partnership has been called into question by the County’s Fire Chief, as well the Clerk of
Courts. Staff has reviewed this partnership and we believe, while it is useful, it is not something we
desire to continually have to argue and support for, on-going discussions in the future.

Budget Impacts: $8,000 annually in shared maintenance costs for the ladder truck.

In January 2013, former Brevard County Fire Chief Larry Collins approached Satellite Beach Fire Chief
Don Hughes about a partnership to place and staff in Satellite Beach a 100’ ladder truck that Brevard
County was purchasing to meet fire-safety needs for the beachside area. This partnership was solidified
in an Amendment to the Automatic Aid Agreement between Brevard County and the City of Satellite
Beach dated May 28, 2013 (see attached). T e'Agreement places the Jadder truck in the City’s Fire
Station, with the County providing one Drxver/Engmeer and one Lxeutenant and the City providing two
Firefighter/Paramedics per shift. :

At the time, this partnership was considered a win'for both parties. However, in the past year, it has
become clear that some percéptions have changed In a meeting you and | both attended, current
Brevard County Fire Chief Marlk Schollmeyer questloned the partnership, and he has subsequently made
other comments lmplymg ‘that the ladder truck was somehow a gift to the City of Satellite Beach. Then,
on January 16, the Clerk of Court sent you an erail claiming that the County can save significant dollars
by dissolving thls partnershlp, and Commissioner Smith has requested a meeting to discuss this
suggestnon :

While this partnership has-been virtually flawless in its implementation, saving lives and property that
otherwise :would have been:lost, we recognize that politics can unravel even exceptionally well-
executed,: r’ﬁu’tual!y beneficial refforts. Consequently, the City of Satellite Beach hereby requests to
withdraw from the ladder truck Agreement. While we have deeply appreciated the opportunity to work
jointly to improve. public-safety, we are not inclined to unilaterally defend a partnership which Brevard
County conceptualized and requested in the first place.

Because we understand that the County may need time to address issues such as fire station
modifications, personnel and equipment reassignments, dispatch protoco! updates, possible response-
zone reconfigurations, et al., we are willing to continue our partnership until the County is ready to
‘move the truck. In addition, should the County desire to pursue the Clerk’s additional suggestion
regarding Satellite Beach, we would look forward to discussing a contract for the City to provide fire and
first-responder EMS services to the South Patrick Shores area.

FIRST AMENDMENT TO FIRE RESCUE AUTOMATIC AID INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN
BREVARD COUNTY AND THE CITY OF SATELLITE BEACH

THIS AMENDMENT, entered into this _2g _ day of _May , 2013, by and between the
Brevard County Board of County Commissioners, a political subdivision of the State of Florida,
{hereinafter referred to as the “County”), and the City of Satellite Beach, a municipality
incorporated under the Laws of Florida (hereinafter referred to as the “City”).
WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, on or about November 1, 2011, the County and the City entered into an interlocal
Agreement for the pun;poses of allowing the County and the City to share emergency resources
and utilize closest unit response, so as to better protect the lives and property of their

respective citizens (the “Interlocal Agreement”); and

WHEREAS, the County and the City desire to amend the Interlocal Agreement to provide for the
Joint staffing and operation of a ladder (tower) truck, the location of certain County assets in

City facilities, and the location of certain City assets in County facilities; and

WHEREAS, the sharing of emergency response resources contemplated by this Agreement is
expected to improve SO ratings for both County and City residents, resulting in potential
insurance rate reductions, as well as enhancing fire protection for both communities and

reducing fire protection costs while increasing service levels; and

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and mutual promises contained herein, the

parties hereto agree as follows:

1. RECITALS.
The above recitals are true and correct and by this reference are hereby incorporated

into and made an integral part hereof.

2. PRIOR AGREEMENT.
All provisions of the Interlocal Agreement not specifically amended herein shall remain in
full force and effect.
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3. TERM:
This Amendment shall commence and be effective upon its approval and execution by
the elected bodies of both the County and the City and filing with the Clerk of the Circuit
Court in and for Brevard County, Florida. Section 1 (Term) of the Interlocal Agreement is
hereby amended as follows:
This Agreement will be in force and effective upon the approval and signing of
said Agreement by both elected governing bodies and shall—terminate—on
September-30-2634shall remain in effect until May 31, 2018. The Agreement

shall automatically renew for one additional five (5) year term unless terminated

earlier as provided herein.

4. LADDER TRUCK, FIRE STATION FACILITY USAGE AND MIAINTENANCE OF CITY VEHICLES.

Section 3 (Services Provided) of the Interlocal Agreement is hereby amended as follows:

3.4 Ladder Truck — The County shall provide a ladder truck and associated

equipment for the purpose of responding to structure fires within the jurisdictions of

both the County and the City. The City shall provide an area to locate the ladder truck in

Satellite Beach Fire Department Station 55, 1390 S. Patrick Drive, Satellite Beach. The

ladder truck will display the insignia of both the County and the City fire departments.

{(a) Staffing and Operation — The County and the City hereby agree to jointly

staff and operate the ladder truck. The truck shall be staffed by four persons —

two persons provided by the County, and two persons provided by the City. As

the County is the owner of the ladder truck, the County shall provide the driver

and_fire officer. Satellite Beach agrees to maintain its existing four-person

minimum Advanced Life Support 'stafﬁng profile that will include a minimum of

(1) Captain (or Officer in Charge) (1) Driver/Operator and (2) Firefighters.

{b) Cost Sharing — The City shall pay a pro-rated share of maintenance and

fuel costs associated with operating the ladder truck. The proration of costs shall
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be equitably allocated based on the percentage of call volumes occurring within

the City, and costs shall be shared equally for mutually beneficial activates such

as training costs. The County shall obtain and provide insurance coverage on the

ladder truck in an amount it deems appropriate.

(c) Response ~ The ladder truck shall respond to all requests for response

within the jurisdictions of both the County and the City. The ladder truck may

also be used for first responder EMS calls if other local units are not available.

(d) Fire Station Facility Usage — The City hereby agrees to provide the

County operational use space at the City’s fire station located at 1390 S. Patrick

Dr. Satellite Beach, FI. 32927-4380. The County shall utilize the City’s fire station

facility to support the operations of the County and City staffed emergency

response ladder truck. The City’s fire department will exercise functional control

over its station, equipment and personnel. The County personnel located at the

City's fire station shall respect the City’s authority, policies and procedures

related to the station. Issues of an administrative nature shall be addressed by

the appropriate fire officer according to the respective department’s policies and

procedures. Unresolved issues will follow the chain of command for both

agencies.

(1) Apparatus Space — The City hereby agrees to provide an apparatus stall

space for a ladder truck in the City fire station.

(2) Living Quarters - The City hereby agrees to provide a bunkroom for

County employees with a minimum of two {2) bunks for sleeping, office

space, use of kitchen facilities, use of restrooms and use of day/training

room.

(3) Maintenance - The County agrees to assist the City with any

maintenance (including preventive} in equitable proportion to the

County’s utilization of the living quarters.

(4) Damage ~ The County agrees to repair, replace_and/or _reimburse the

City for any and all damages caused to property and equipment owned

by the City and resulting from the actions of County emplovees: the City

agrees to do likewise for any damage done by City personnel to County

property or equipment. The County/City shall cause such repair,

replacement and/or reimbursement to occur within a reasonable amount

of time thereby affording no undue hardship to either party.

Maintenance of City Vehicles — The County agrees to perform routine

maintenance and repairs to City Emergency Fire and Rescue vehicles at costs to

be pre-determined by agreement between the parties’ respective fire

departments.

Additional Equipment — There may be circumstances in which the County and

City mutually agree to locate assets, such as reserve apparatus, belonging to one

party in a station or stations belonging to the other party on a temporary basis.

Subject to mutual agreement, these units may be manned by either agency to

provide expeditious or efficient first responder and fire-rescue protection for the

citizens of both parties.

Independent Contractors — The County and the City are each Independent

Contractors of one another. It is specifically understood and agreed to by and

between the parties hereto that a material provision in this Asreement is that

the relationship between the County and the City is one in which each party and

its employees are independent contractors of the other party, and not as agents,

employees, joint venturers, or other partners and nheither are entitled to any
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benefits of the other party. Nothing contained herein shall be construed to be
Inconsistent with this relationship or status:

Recommended Action: Approve the Reusable Bag Initiative with Surfrider Foundation and a $5,000
budget to come from the Recycling Trust Fund.

Summary: Single-use plastics are a hazard to our environment, and especially to the sea turtles that
nest along our beach. One simple, actionable change we can make is to take reusable bags with us
when shopping, which eliminates the need for disposable plastic bags.

The City of Satellite Beach Sustainability Board, in partnership with our local Surfrider chapter, seeks to
produce and distribute a series of reusable bags to our citizens, in order to increase awareness of this
issue.

In addition to the bags themselves, we are seeking a space within the David R. Schechter Center to host
a distribution kiosk. Here we will distribute the reusable bags, collect disposable plastic bags, and collect
donations in order to afford additional reusable bags.

Our goal with this initiative is to educate, but more importantly, change the behavior of our citizens.
This is also an excellent opportunity to introduce our citizens to the Sustainability Board itself, and
increase community support and awareness of our cause.

Consistent with the Sustainability Board’s Action Plan, the Board is recommending moving forward with

this project. This initiative was conducted in Melbourne Beach last year. Surfrider is looking to expand
this initiative, with some changes, to the City of Satellite Beach.
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The Sustainability Board recommends the following:

e Purchase Chicobags, which are expandable shopping bags that easily fit inside a purse, glove box, or
hook onto a hike or key ring. Staff believes a nicer product that is easier to carry will be used more.
These bags will be purchased alongside the more traditional reusable bag style to give our residents
a choice;

e The City will seek partnerships with the Satellite Beach Woman’s Club and the Lions Club. We are
hoping to obtain a booth at the Founders Day Marketplace event for the Sustainability Board and
Surfrider Foundation to provide information on the initiative and give out bags; and

e The Sustainability Board is also recommending launching a “Facebook challenge” that would
challenge our residents to reduce the Satellite Beach Publix plastic bag inventory order by 20%.
Staff has made contact with Publix and is working to obtain their support.

Budget Impacts: $5,000 from the Recycling Trust Fund.

UNAPPROVED MINUTES
MAY 18, 2016

Pursuant to Public Notice, Mayor Frank Catino convened a regular meeting of the City Council
on Wednesday, May 18, 2016, at 7:00 p.m., in the Council Chamber. Those present were
Mayor Frank Catino, Vice-Mayor Mark Brimer, Councilwoman Lorraine Gott, Councilman
Dominick Montanaro, Councilman Steve Osmer, City Attorney James Beadle, City Manager
Courtney Barker, and City Clerk Leonor Olexa.

Councilman Osmer led a moment of silence and the Pledge of Allegiance.

Vice-Mayor Brimer read the proclamation and presented it to Fire Commander Dave Abernathy.
Council thanked the Fire Department for the exceptional services provided to the community.

Mayor Catino attended the National Day of Prayer, the Town Hall meetings, and the Citizens
Police Academy graduation. He stated that he received a lot of positive feedback from the
Citizens Police Academy participants.

City Manager Barker reported on the following events: Police Athletic League Mini-Bunko Night,
the Recreation Department/Satellite Beach Library Storywalk, and the Sea Turtle Preservation
Society guided Sea Turtle walks. She also reported on the upcoming Annual 21-Day Salute to
the Flag; appreciation letters received for the Fire Department, Beachcaster, and the Cinnamon
Park playground replacement; stated that schools will be out soon for the summer; and
commented on the City Manager evaluation results.

(TIME: 7:11) APPROVE THE BUDGET CALENDAR FOR FY 2016-2017
City Manager Barker presented the Budget Calendar for FY 2016-2017.

Mayor Catino asked for citizen comments; there were no comments.
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ACTION: Councilman Montanaro MOVED, SECOND by Vice-Mayor Brimer, to approve the
Budget Calendar for FY 2016-2017. VOTE: ALL YES. MOTION CARRIED.

(TIME: 7:13) DISCUSS/TAKE ACTION ON AN AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF
SATELLITE BEACH AND WASTE MANAGEMENT FOR SOLID WASTE SERVICES
(RFP NO. 15/16-03)

City Manager Barker reported on Council’s previous approval to seek request for proposals for
solid waste services, commented that an evaluation committee reviewed two proposals and
recommended entering into negotiations with Waste Management Inc. of Florida (WM), and
advised that staff has worked with consulting firm RCG Consulting, Inc. to negotiate a contract.
Assistant City Manager Suzanne Sherman presented an overview of the results of negotiations:
10-year term with options to renew; service levels and pick-up days will remain the same; no
charge for first-time request to exchange waste container and a $25 fee for subsequent
requests; replacement of three diesel trucks to CNG trucks in 2017; and monthly meetings to
review service reports to ensure contractor performance is in accordance with the contract,
otherwise City can seek administrative/liquidated damages. She also reported that rates will be
based on collection (90%) with a 3% cap, and fuel (10%) subject to Henry Hub Natural Gas
price index; within an overall estimated rate decrease of -7.76% for residential (monthly) and
-7.33% for commercial (per cubic yard). Additionally the contract eliminates operating costs for
services to city properties which will offset the cost of a separate contract for street sweeping
services; doubles the revenue received by the City for recycling collection; and includes a
“Favored Nations Clause” which allows the City to renegotiate our rates if a local city or Brevard
County has better rates for the same scope of services. A letter signed by the Mayor detailing
the service enhancements will be included with a packet of information by WM and will be
mailed to all residents; and solar garbage compactors will be placed at Hightower Beach Park
and Pelican Beach Park. A revised contract was provided at the meeting. City Manager Barker
detailed the changes. Council discussed the contract regarding days/times of waste pick-up for
residential and commercial customers, the process for yard waste and hurricane debris pick-up,
and requested a future Beachcaster article detailing the contract service changes. Council
thanked staff, (resident) evaluation committee members David Schechter and Michael Chase,
and Waste Management.

(Time: 7:39) The following Satellite Beach resident addressed Council: Joanne Regan.
Mayor Catino asked for citizen comments; there were no comments.

ACTION: Councilwoman Gott MOVED, SECOND by Councilman Montanaro, to authorize the
City Manager to sign the amended Solid Waste Contract with Waste Management Inc. of
Florida. VOTE: ALL YES. MOTION CARRIED.

ACTION: Councilwoman Gott MOVED, SECOND by Councilman Montanaro, to approve the
letter going out with the Mayor’s signature. VOTE: ALL YES. MOTION CARRIED.

(TIME:  7:45) DISCUSS/TAKE ACTION ON THE RESULTS OF A REQUEST FOR
PROPOSALS FOR SKATE PARK IMPROVEMENTS (RFP NO. 15/16-04)

City Manager Barker stated Council had previously approved seeking request for proposals
(RFP) for Skate Park improvements. Mandatory meetings were held with one contractor
attending and submitting their proposal. The evaluation committee and City Engineer David
King reviewed the proposal and recommend selecting Team Pain for renovations of the Skate
Park. Council discussed the timeline of the project, ensuring proper drainage of the pond when
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heavy rains occur, and upgrading existing lights at the Skate Park. City Manager Barker
addressed upgrading the lights to LEDs.

Mayor Catino asked for citizen comments; there were no comments.

ACTION: Counciiman Montanaro MOVED, SECOND by Councilman Osmer, to approve the
Skate Park Evaluation Committee’s recommendation to select Team Pain as the contractor for
the Skate Park renovations and authorize the City Manager to enter into negotiations. Council
discussed retaining the evaluation committee throughout the project design. Councilman
Montanaro MOVED to amend his motion, SECOND by Councilman Osmer, to also retain the
evaluation committee members as advisors throughout project design. VOTE: ALL YES.

DEPARTMENT’S ALL TERRAIN VEHICLE (ATV) UNIT

City Manager Barker stated that the Fire Department’s all-terrain vehicle (ATV) has significant
corrosion on the metal frame and is unsafe and unusable. The ATV is a vital component of
water rescue services provided by the Fire Department. Staff has obtained three quotes and
recommends approving the purchase from Route 1 Motorsports. Council discussed the
maintenance of the ATV. Fire Commander Dave Abernathy detailed the maintenance and care
performed on the ATV and further addressed the environmental salt conditions causing the
corrosion.
